CPR Instructors will be provided by Surfside Beach EMS. Instructors on hand as of
February 6%, 2024, are EMS Director Charles Cahoon (EMT-P) and Assistant EMS Director
Christopher Beall (EMT-B).

The course will go over Adult, Teen, and Infant CPR, how to administer an Epi Pen and
how to operate an Automatic External Defibrillator (AED). The course will include audio and
video lessons, workbook/handouts lessons, hands-on training, and a written test. After one has
completed the class, they will have been trained and certified in AHA CPR for both Adult and
Infant.

The Village of Surfside Beach Texas EMS will provide 4 Adult & Infant CPR
mannequins, 4 practice AEDs, 2 practice EPI Pens, videos and worksheets for lessons, written
test, and Instructor(s).
